y wife, Pamela, and I visited Liberia in 1998 during

a lull between the country’s first and second civil

wars. A petite second grader connected with Pamela

immediately. She had an outgoing personality and
was the best cultural dancer at the Lott Carey Mission School in
Brewerville. Agile and athletic, Princess was the star of the cultural
show that welcomed us into the community.

Pamela and Princess stayed in touch across the years with me
serving as the middle-man to relay messages back and forth. We
enjoyed seeing photos of Princess as she grew and learning about
her progress through primary and secondary school. Her future
was uncertain as she approached graduation. The country was in
disarray following civil war. The economy was in shambles. The
future didn’t look very bright for her or other young people then.
Pamela decided that we would arrange for Princess to attend college.
This would empower her for a life with better security and a brighter
destiny. We paid a few thousand dollars a year (less than the cost of
the community college in our area), and helped secure a future for
Princess.

Empowering Women is a Priority for Lott Carey’s First
Female Pastor in Kenya: ‘I encourage them to be brave’

ev. Jackline Ngetich knows it not
easy for everyone in her com-
munity and family to accept the
act that she co-pastors Koitabu-
rot Soin Moetik Baptist Church with her
husband, David, who is also a farmer. But
she says she was called and intends to be a
good and faithful servant.

How did you come to the ministry?
